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INTRODUCTION

KMTC has 71 established Campuses strategically
located in 43 Counties in the Country. Through

an ambitious and rapid expansion programme

to meet the growing demand for skilled health
Personnel, KMTC established 43 Campuses within
eight (8) years, that is, between 2013 and 2021. The
other 28 had been established between 1927 and
2012.

Further, the College has Campuses under
construction in Marsabit and Narok which upon
completion will bring the total number to 73
Campuses across 45 of the 47 Counties.

The leadership of the relevant County
Governments, the area Members of Parliament,
and local communities contributed immensely to
the rapid expansion and development of these new
Campuses. They provided land and construction of
the supportive infrastructure.

Additionally, KMTC established five (6) Annex
Campuses during the rapid expansion period: Teso
- Busia, Mbuvo - Makueni, Masita - Bondo (2012),
Ndhiwa - Homa Bay (2020), Shianda - Kakamega
(2020), and Ugunja - Siaya (2021)

It is in only two (2) Counties - Samburu and
Kirinyaga that KMTC is yet to establish a Campus.
