These Notes for Preparing a Bill of Quantities are intended only as information for the Procuring Entity or the
person drafting th&@enderDocuments. Priced Bills of Quantities shall be part and parcel of the Contract
Documetts.

The objectives and purpose of the Bills of Quant.
descriptions and quantities\Workst o be per formed to enable tenders
and when a contract has bemntered into, to provide a priced Bill of Quantities for use in the periodic valuation
of Works executed. Inorder to attain these objectivédjorks should be itemized in the Bill of Quantities
insufycient detail to dissstofWorlks,oribstweenaksoftheesametndtuze d i
carried outin different locations or in other circumstances which may give rise to different considerations of
cost. Consistent with these requirements, the layout and content of the Bill of Quantitilelsk&has simple

and clear as possible.

The Bills of Quantities should be divided generally intoftil®wing sections:

a) Preambles

b) Preliminary items

c) Workltems

c) Daywork Schedule; and
d) Provisionalitems

e) Summary.

NOTES TO PREPARING PREAMBLES.

The Preambles should include only those items that constitute the cost of the works but would not be price
separately as they are expected to be included in the unit prices. Care should be taken to ensure that these it
are not are petition of the cotidns of contract. The Preambles should indicate the inclusiveness of the unit
prices and should state the methods of measurement that have been adopted in the preparation of the Bill
Quantities, that are to be used for the measurement of any pae\0otks. The units of measurement and
